3. Any Christian whatsoever,
who is truly repentant,
enjoys plenary remission
from penalty and guilt,
and this is given him with-
out letters of indulgence.

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As a young boy Luther went to school to study Latin. He
furthered his education in Magdeburg, 1497. After gradua-
tion there seemed only two avenues of success available to
him; the Clergy or the law. He chose the law and showed
every sign of becoming a successful attorney.

Several events happened to him causing him to seek God
and took him from the study of law.

He experienced a dangerous accident in 1503, the death
of a friend a little later, and on July 2, 1505, he was caught
in a severe thunderstorm which literally threw him to the
ground. In his fright he prayed and trusted Christ. He prom-
ised to serve Jesus all the days of his life.

In 1506 he took vows to become a monk and was or-
dained a Catholic priest in 1507.

Luther found himself at odds with the Church and its
practice of selling indulgences that allowed people to sin
without consequence and buy their way into heaven.
